1 to 3 months experience creating Web applications, including writing simple JavaScript code1 month
experience creating Windows client applications1 month of experience using Visual Studio 2010 or 2012
This course is not intended for developers with three or more months of HTML5 coding experience.

Students choosing to attend this course without a developer background should pay special attention to
the training prerequisites. Developers who have more than 5 years programming experience may find that
portions of this training are fundamental in nature when presenting the syntax associated with certain
programming tasks.

Before attending this course, students must have at least three months of professional development
experience. In addition to their professional experience, students who attend this training should have a
combination of practical and conceptual knowledge related to HTML5 programming.
